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Q PIIRIVALVEKORDONID

21. juulil 1940 vottis NSV Liidu Rahvakomissaride Noukogu vastu
madruse ja NKVD andis vilja vastava tdiesti salajase kaskkirja nr
00867, mille alusel tuli NSV Liidu ja Balti riikide piiridel neli piiri-
valvesalka reorganiseerida ja kolida tervenisti imber Eestisse ja
Latti ning hakata seal pidama piirivalveteenistust vastavalt NSV
Liidu standarditele.

1940. aastal paigutati NSV Liidu piirivalvekordonid s6jaeelse-
tesse Eesti Vabariigi kordonitesse vastavalt EV siseministri
Maksim Undi kdskkirjale 22. juulist 1940. Sel ajal oli EV-I 147 piiri-
valvekordonit ja -posti, neist idapiiril 61, Lati piiril 13 ja merepiiril
73, sh poéhjarannikul 47, laéaneranniku mandriosas 11, Saaremaal
8, Hiiumaal 5, Muhus ja Vormsis kummaski 1. Rakvere salk sai tile
votta 39, Haapsalu oma 19 vdi 20 ja Kuressaare oma 14 voi 15
Eesti piirivalve kordonit voi posti.

Panga pangal on séilinud katuseta betoon -poolkelder, mis oli
esialgselt juhtimispunktina kasutusel, kuid hiljem kasutati védikse
kituselaona. Panga pangalt umbes 10 km idas Liikila kilas asub
kordonikompleks, mis rajati tle 60 aasta tagasi Eesti ladnepiiri
valvamiseks. Objekt on klassikaline ndide ndukogude piirivalve-
kordonist.

Kordoni vastutusalas paiknesid erineva otstarbe, koosseisu ja
varustusega vaatluspunktid ehk vaatluspostid (visuaalvaatlus-,
prozektori-, raadiolokatsiooni- ning tehnilise vaatluse postid),
samuti insener-tehnilised, side- ja muud piirivalve rajatised, sh nt
piiririba, patrullirada ja vaatluspostide juurdeséiduteed. Piki
randa ehitati vahemalt 1950. aastate 6pul sihtidega tele-
foniéhuliinid, mille igal 3.-10. postil oli nummerdatud pistikupe-
sa telefonitoru ihendamiseks.
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* BORDER GUARD CORDONS

On 21 July 1940, the Council of People’s Commissars of the USSR
adopted a decree and the NKVD issued the corresponding com-
pletely secret order No. 00867, according to which the

four border guard stations on the borders of the USSR and the
Baltic states had to be. reorganised and completely relocated to
Estonia and Latvia to provide border guard services there in ac-
cordance with USSR standards.

In 1940, the border guard cordons of the USSR were placed in
the pre-war cordons of the Republic of Estonia, according to the
order of the Minister of the Interior of the Republic of Estonia,
Maksim Und of 22 July 1940.

At that time, Estonia had 147 border guard cordons and posts, of
which 61 were on the eastern border, 13 on the Latvian border
and 73 on the maritime border, including 47 on the northern
coast, 11 on the mainland of the western coast, 8 in Saaremaa, 5
in Hilumaa and 1 each in Muhu and Vormsi. The Rakvere unit was
able to take over 39

Estonian border guard checkpoints or posts, Haapsalu 19 or 20
and Kuressaare 14 or 15.

A roofless concrete semi-basement, which was originally used
as a command point but later became a small fuel depot, re-
mains on the Panga cliff. About 10 km east of the bank, in the vil-
lage of Liikiila, there is a cordon complex that was built over 60
years ago to guard the western border of Estonia. The site is a
classic example of a Soviet border guard cordon.

The cordon's area of responsibility included observation posts
of various purposes, composition and equipment (visual, search-
light, radio-location and technical observation posts), as well as
engineering, communications and other border guard facilities,
including the border strip, patrol paths and access roads to the
observation posts. By the late 1950s, overhead telephone lines
with forest rides were built along the beach, with a numbered
socket for connecting a phone at each of the 3rd to 10th poles.
